Pirámides de Teotihuacán: This was the economical, political and religious center of the Teotihuacanes, before the Aztec Empire. It was planned out as many modern cities are today, with a wide main street and drainage system, etc. “The Pyramid of the Sun" and “Pyramid of the Moon" are among the most important of many structures that make up this archaeological wonder.
